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Information about 
The Disability 
Supported Housing Panel
This leaflet is about the Disability Supported 
Housing Panel.
It tells you how to apply if you or someone you support needs supported housing or help to keep their tenancy.
What is the Panel?
The panel looks at all applications for supported housing and floating support for people with learning disabilities and other disabilities in Southampton. 
The panel is made up of staff from Southampton City Council Adult Social Care Services and other agencies.
The panel matches vacancies in supported housing in the city with applications from people who require supported housing or support to manage their own tenancies. 
What is supported housing?
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It is self contained flats or shared housing that is available to people with learning disabilities and other disabilities in Southampton. This housing comes with support as part of the tenancy. People have their own tenancies. Some supported housing is short term. This is to help people gain independence, who then may move on to independent tenancies.
What is floating support?
This is support that can be provided to people with learning disabilities, or other disabilities, who already have their own tenancy/ accommodation. It is to help them to maintain that tenancy. The support offered can be flexible to suit your needs.
Also some people in supported housing or independent tenancies can receive social and/or domiciliary care.

Who can qualify for help from the Panel?

· People who are over 16

· If you have a learning disability or other disability
· People who are eligible for housing from Southampton City Council

· If you are in need of supported housing

     Or

· If you need support to manage your own independent tenancy.

Who can apply?
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Referrals to the panel can be made by you or any agency or individual working with you.   

How the panel works?

The panel will decide whether you meet the panel criteria. 
If you meet the criteria, then the panel will discuss the possible supported housing or floating support options available.  

The panel will give priority to people who are:
· At risk of homelessness

· Requires move on from hospital, residential care, shared living or accommodation that is no longer suitable

· Move from family/carers home.

Emergency placements can be approved. This should only happen in exceptional circumstances.
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How you can make an application to the panel?

1. Obtain a panel application form, from the panel co-ordinator (See contact details below)
2. Complete the application form or ask someone to complete it with you.

3. Send the completed application form to:

What will happen next to my application?

1. The panel coordinator will let you know when they have received your form.

2. Your application will be discussed at the next panel meeting. A decision will be made if you meet the panel criteria for supported housing or floating support.      

3. When the panel has made their decision, the referrer will be told of the outcome and the choices available to you.
